ART is a new type of transit service in the Atlanta
Region. ART will create a network of fast, frequent
routes on existing high-density, mixed-use arterial
corridors. ART bus service typically operates in
mixed traffic with other vehicles and is characterized
by short wait times, traffic signal priority, queue jump
lanes, and enhanced amenities.

Station and Doraville.

ART wuses technology to improve
priority and reliability. By equipping
buses and traffic signals with
transponders, the vehicles can get
additional time from traffic signals.
This, combined with serving fewer
combined stops, allows the bus to
provide a more efficient transit
experience.
